HIGHWAYS

Proposal for Flashing Speed Sign - Suggestions are being sought for reducing speed as vehicles enter the village from the A491. The case for a flashing speed sign at the school entrance was discussed with County.  Cllr Moore does not seem to think that a flashing sign would be feasible but County have suggested looking at alternatives such as altering the signage and the markings on the carriageway.  Cllr Moore to follow-up further.  It was also mentioned that access could be made to a new portable speed light and it was asked that this road could be put onto the rota, Cllr Moore to investigate.
The results of the speed survey on Belbroughton Road are –
Southbound Clent to Belbroughton the maximum speed was 39.7mph and the average was 33.3mph.

Northbound Belbroughton to Clent the maximum speed was 41mph and the average was 34.5mph.

Clerk had received a complaint from a resident about a barrier being removed at the entrance to her estate which allowed her grandson access onto the road.  It has been ascertained that County removed the barrier to allow access for a wheelchair user.  Cllr Moore to meet at the site with Mike Walton, Highways Liaison Engineer to discuss further.
